PARISH COUNCIL 
William Barber and Bernard Clarke had held a 
positive meeting with a representative from Norfolk 
County Council’s Highways Dept who agreed to 
extend the 30mph speed limit on the Docking Road 
and install a flashing sign and ‘gates’ there and near 
the cemetery; costs would be shared between County 
and Parish Councils. 
A representative from Hastoe Housing Association 
attended the July meeting and showed councillors 
outline plans for a development of 10 homes, most of 
which would be for rent and with priority given to 
Sedgeford residents. Detailed plans will now be 
prepared and an open meeting arranged. Hastoe will 
apply for funding for the scheme in the autumn and, if 
successful, building work could start within the next 
year.

He gave a presentation to 
councillors and discussed proposals for future 
development.

70 YEARS AGO 
Our flashback from The Sedgefordian – the Sedgeford 
Council School magazine for 1937 – takes us abroad this 
month, we are off on a day trip to Ostend with Mr. Neil, 
the headmaster and a party of children from  Sedgeford 
school          The Eds 

 

OSTEND 
During the holidays our schoolmaster, Mr 
Neil, organized a trip to Ostend 
(Belgium)which is about 100 miles from 
Great Yarmouth. We left Sedgeford at 5.30 
am on the 22nd August 1937. After about 2 
hours travelling we reached Yarmouth, here 
we waited on the boat for about half and 
hour, ready to start our trip. 
She left Yarmouth at half past eight, and 
our first stop was at Lowestoft, which is 
about 4 miles from Yarmouth. Here more 
people embarked for Ostend. 
We did not stop anymore until we reached 
Ostend. As this took rather a long time, we 
had plenty of time to wander all over the 
ship, from the upper decks to the engine 
room. It was a strange feeling to be out of 
sight of land and to see nothing but water 
all around. During the journey Mr Neil gave 
us our landing cards, which we signed and 
kept, He also changed our money at the 
Purser’s office, for a shilling (5p) we 
obtained 7 francs. 
As soon as the ship docked we were all 
eager to get off onto the land. As soon as 
we could we boarded a tram for the centre 
of the town. These trams are different from 
ours in many ways Instead of the coaches 
having engines in each one, they are pulled 
by one car with only that engine to pull 
the lot. They are more like railway engines 
than trams. The cars do not resemble any I 
have seen. The railway engines are long and 
low, so are the coaches of the train. In 
England w3e have a 30 m.p.h. speed limit in 
Belgium they have no speed limit. The cars 
are driven on the opposite side of the road 
to ours. The drivers rush through the 
crowded streets and think it no wrong, for 
perhaps they have never heard of a speed 
limit. 
While we were in the town, we heard a band 
playing some very nice music. We went to 
see where it came from, and found that it 
came from a park, which we entered and 
stayed to listen for a few minutes. Then we 
went further on a saw a large flower clock. 
You would hardly expect to find all the 
shops open on Sunday would you? But the 
shops of Ostend were. Well we looked in 
quite a lot of windows before we decided to 
buy anything, and became quite expert at 
reckoning in francs. For instance 3.50 
meant 6d. We went into various shops and 
bought items for ourselves and cigars and 
cigarettes for our friends or other people. 
 The time was flying, then all too soon we 
had to make our way back to the trams, to 
get to the ship by ten minutes to five. At 
five pm we left Ostend for England, which 
we reached at Midnight, and Sedgeford at 
2.30 am.                   R Walden
