OBITUARY

Geoffrey Herbert Drewery 1921 — 2007

Geoff was born in Sedgeford, the youngest of thirteen
children. He attended the village school and joined the
church choir. Geoff also played for the village football
team. When he was old enough he joined the Territorial
Army and was one of the first of the young men to be
called up at the start of the second world war after training.
He was then sent to the Far East to fight against the
Japanese where he was captured in Singapore and as a
POW worked on the infamous Death Railway. Despite
coming close to death he survived disease and starvation
and eventually returned home and met Betty during
convalescence. They were married at Sedgeford church;
their son was born in 1947. The family moved to Fring,
where Geoff worked at Coe’s Farm. Later, they returned to

Sedgeford where Geoff spent the rest of his working life at
Mr. Newcombe-Baker’s Farm. Two daughters were born to
them in 1956 & 1958. Geoff’s other activities included
playing Darts & Bowls at the King William pub and
proudly kept a large vegetable garden which, after
retirement, he kept himself busy with along with helping
out other villagers with their veggie patches until, in 1992 a
stroke prevented him from continuing this pastime. Geoff
leaves his wife Betty, son Tony, two daughters Jane and
Sheila, five grandchildren and two great grandchildren E«.

The House System

When we returned from our harvest
holidays we found in every room, except
the 1i1nfants, four sheets of cardboard
on top of which was one of the
following manes, Balmoral, Sandringham,
Buckingham and Windsor. These were the
names given to the four houses.
Underneath were the names of the
captains. For my house, Sandringham,
they are Vera Osborne and Gordon Crown.
For the other houses they are as
follows:- Balmoral: Robert Walden and
Betty Crowland. Buckingham: Ronald
Skipper and Barbara Skipper. Windsor:
Ralph Minns and Daphne Raines. The rest
of the cardboard 1is divided up into
eight equal pieces, each of which bears
the name of one of the members of the
team. Beside each name 1s a space where
stars can be put. For all the work we
do we are rewarded with either a red or
a black star. The red stars are for

good work, and the black for bad work.
Every week the stars are added up
taking the black from the red.
